You are enteringne of the most beautiful French sites,
constituted of the Cape and its 1000 acre moor.

It is one of the most visited French sites, thus tery fragile.
However, its access is possible for vehicles thanlestoll gate
regulating parking. The first parking lot, locateg0 feet to your
right, is reserved for camper vans and light velsiclThe second
one is intended for light vehicles and tour buses.

A history
The Fréhel Cape has existed sihosis XIV and
Vauban. The first “tour a feu” (literally “fire tower”) \as
built in granite. Louis XIV and Vauban had it buiit
1702, following Simon Garangeau’s blueprints. I$td
visible today on the left of the actual lighthoukéad
first functioned with coal and tallow on fair dalysfore
functioning with fish oil, then vegetable oil. Thenses
were first used in the lighthouse in 1774.

There is nothing left of the second lighthousevds built in 1847,
reached 260 feet above sea level (it was 72 fighi) fland its light
range was 28 miles. During the second world wawai used as a
lookout post for the German army which blew it upAugust 11
1944 before leaving the site.




The actual lighthouse is one of the five most pdwedfrench
lighthouses. Its lantern is situated at 330 feetvatsea level (108 foot
high) and its light range is over 62 miles.

Its construction started in 1946 and was complatd®50 (see the
documents inside the lighthouse).

It can be visited on weekdays from 2pm to 5pm, eekends and
bank holidays from 2pm to 6pm. It is closed on Maysl

At the tip of the cape, the old signal station haw disappeared. It was
burnt by the French army during World War Il beftine arrival of the
Germans.

Some landscapes
The cape separates the
“Penthievre” coast on the West
and the “Emeraude” (Emerald)
coast on the East. From West to
East you can see the Saint-Brieuc
and Bréhat bay, Chausey and
Granville, La Pointe du Grouin
and Saint-Malo.

Much closer, you can admire the Medieval Fort L#é,a
another remarkable site from our region that deseavvisit.
You can discover this exceptional panorama frontapeof
the lighthouse.

(“Camping du Cap-Fréhel”) which is open from eahklyril to late October.
